We then swing our 
kicking foot towards the ball 
and make contact using the 
inside of the foot, with our 
kicking foot following through 
towards our target.

How to adopt the correct 
technique when dribbling.

We dribble with the inside and 
outside of the feet, keeping 
our head up with the ball close 
to our feet.

How to adopt the correct 
technique when passing over 
a short distance.
Non-kicking foot beside the 
ball, kick with the inside of 
your foot (short passes)

How to change direction keeping 
control of the ball.

How "man-to-man marking," is used 
during a game and when this is applied.

When to use a drag back during a 
game.

The Drag Back; is a method of turning 
where we place our non kicking foot at the 
side of the ball. Place our kicking foot on 
top of the ball, with our body slightly over 
the ball. We then roll the ball backwards 
with the sole of our the foot, then push 
the ball away and start dribbling using the 
kicking foot. 

How to control a ball 
using our feet. 

What controls means. 

Control means that we keep the 
ball close to our feet, preventing 
the defenders from gaining 
possession. 

How to stop the ball 
using our feet.

What the basic rules (laws) 
governing football are; 
including what the difference 
between a free kick and a 
penalty kick is. 
A free kick is awarded when a 
foul is committed by a defender 
on an attacker outside of the 
penalty area. A penalty kick is 
awarded when a foul committed 
by a defender on an attacker 
inside of the penalty area.
